Selecting a Base
This function allows you to select a base from

those already registered to the handset. You can
access the options by scrolling the menu.

Registration

Part Two: Wireless Doorbell

1. To register
Before using the outdoor station, you should first register it to the base unit. First, press and hold the

key on the bottom of the base for at least 5 seconds then release it. Second, press the Call button on
the outdoor station. Then use a sharp device (e.g. an unbent paper clip) to long press the Register key
beneath the self-adhesive plastic cover until you hear the prompt tone confirming registration to the
base unit. Please remember to remove the self-adhesive plastic cover from the outdoor station with a
sharp knife. If you cannot register the outdoor station to the base unit, disconnect the power supply
from the base unit and remove the batteries from the outdoor station for 5 minutes, then try again.
Please see the figure below for details.

2. To call

When the visitor presses the Call button on the outdoor station, the internal ring will sound to indicate
the host. If the called handset is on an external line, the handset user will hear prompt tones, which
allows he/she to hang up and wait for the ring to sound again.

3. Talking
The host can press the key on the handset to talk with the visitor. Press the key to complete the

conversation.
